Energize Your Autumn

Back-to-school supply and end of summer clothing sales are everywhere.
But what about household savings? Fall is the perfect time to take advan-
tage of the mild temperatures and cut down your energy costs. Here are
some easy ways.

Light Change

As the days get shorter and you find yourself turning on lights more
frequently, make the switch to energy efficient light bulbs. According

to the EPA, if every household in the U.S. switched their conventional
bulbs that have the ENERGY STAR, we would prevent greenhouse gases
equivalent to the emissions from nearly 10,000,000 cars! Not to mention
saving big bucks on your energy bill.

Seal to Save

Poor insulation and sealing is a serious energy sucker, it lets out the air
you’re paying to heat or cool. You can reduce air leakage and weather-
proof your house by caulking and weather-stripping around all doors and
windows. Attics, basements and outside walls are also common places
that people forget to insulate. Adequate insulation helps you keep your
home warmer in the winter, cooler in the summer and save money year
round; reducing air leaks could cut 10% from an average household’s
monthly energy bill.

Turn Back the Thermostat

Keep your thermostat at 68 degrees or lower. If you feel chilly, pull out a
sweater or blanket instead of immediately cranking up the heat. You may
also consider using a programmable thermostat that can automatically
adjust the temperature when you are away. For every degree you lower
your thermostat you save about 2% off your heating bill.

Make Way for Heat

A dirty chimney or vent is like having a stuffed up nose for a heating
system. It makes the system work harder, which wastes energy. Help your
house’s air flow by checking your heating system every year. It is recom-
mended that you change or clean furnace filters once a month while in
regular use.



There are a number of different types of air filters on the market today,
each one differing in price and quality. Some believe that basing purchase
decisions on price is the right way to go while other people believe qual-
ity is more important than the price. Although the short-term savings of
using cheaper air conditioner filters may be significant, over the long-term
more money may be saved by investing in higher quality filters.

FILTER COMPARISONS

Cheaper air filters can cost up to 40 percent less than high quality filters
which is nothing to sneeze at, but the cheaper ones must be changed more
often. They just don’t hold up as well. These inexpensive air filters are
generally panel style, which have a lower square footage of filter material
than the more expensive pleated ones. Because of the lower square foot-
age, the panel air filters reach their maximum capacity more quickly than
pleated air filters and must be changed before they begin to release dirt,
dust, and other pollutants back into the air.

High quality filters are able to trap and collect a wider variety of air pol-

lutants than cheaper ones. The material density of a high quality air filter
is much higher than what is contained within a cheap filter, allowing

Cheap filters may be ineffective

: at removing various types of gas-
eous air pollutants, including smoke, chemical vapors, and unpleasant
odors. Many high quality filters contain an absorbent material, such as ac-
tivated carbon, that removes these gaseous pollutants from the air stream
as it passes through the material. As the pollutants come into contact with
activated carbon in the filter, the pollutants are absorbed onto the carbon
and stored within the filter. Air conditioner filters should be changed as
soon as the carbon becomes ineffective to continue the removal of gas-
eous pollutants from the interior air.

MAKING YOUR PURCHASE DECISION

When shopping for an air conditioner filter, it is best to remember that
you get what you pay for. High quality filters may be more expensive, but
they are worth the extra cost when you consider the longer life span and
the higher efficiency at removing pollutants from the air. The main thing
to remember is that no matter which filter type you choose, always be
sure to change them when needed.
